Earthquakes, firestarms, floads and
othar emergencies may damage or
disrupt electrical [ines and systems,
l=aving you withaut power.,

The magnitude 6.7 Northridge
earthquake in 1994 damaged sev-
eral Los Angelas City Departmeant
of Water and Power (DWP) facili-
ties, including the Sylmar
Converter/Switching Station and
the Rinaldi Receiving Station,
where most of the city's bulk
imported electrical power is
received. The quake also dam-
aged several high-voltage trans-
mission lines and caused some
towers 1o fall completely.

As a result, much of the city was
left without power for the first time
in its history. DWP personnal were
able to restore service to 93 per-
cent of the city within 24 hours,
but it may take much longer in a
larger, regicnal earthquakea.

Another 750,000 customers in
nearby cities and in cities tied to
the power grid from other states
also were affectad,

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FLASHLIGHTS

Flashlights can provide psycho-
logical comfort and immeadiate
emergency light when earth-
quakes or other disasters disrupt
power. But they're only good
when you can find them and the
batteries work.

Place a flaghlight in every room.
Securea each ong to ensure
access. Maintain an ample supply
of exira batteries. Check the bat-
teries evary six months.

LIGHTSTICKS

Lightsticks also are an excellent
source of amergancy light and do
not require electricity or batteries
to operate. Maintain an ample
supply for each family member.

EMERGENCY LIGHTING

Emergency wall units that plug
into electrical sockets and activats
when electricity is disrupted also
can provide emergency light dur-
ing power outages.

RADIOS

Reliable information and instruc-
tions are essential after damaging
earthquakes and other emeargen-
cies. Empower yoursalf and your
family by including battery-operat-
ed portable radios or televisions
and extra batteries in your emer-
gency preparednass Kits,



SPECIAL NEEDS

Electrical outages also can impact
persons with hearing impairments
and others with special needs.
Prepare NOW by including the fol-
lowing, as appropriate, in your
emergency Kits:

L] Extra batteries for hearing
aids, TDDs, wheelchairs

O Generator for life-safety
equipment

CHECKING UTILITIES

Strong earthquakes also can
damage utility lines and appli-
ances, putting your home at risk
to fire.

Before the next emargency.

L Show responsible family
members the location of your
electrical sarvice panal and
teach them how to turn off
sarvice.

O Conduct family drills and sim-
ulate turning off electricity to
test family skills.

After a power outage:

] Determine if alectricity is out
only in your home or through-
out the neighborhood.

] Check for damage to your
appliances, as well as fallan,
loose or damaged electrical
wires.

[] Disconnect appliances that
have been damaged.

] Stop the power flow at the
sarvice paneal if your wiring is
damagad.

[ Reanargize circuits by turn-
ing on the main panel first
and then each breaker indi-
vidualhy.
